e with local Indigenous organizations we already support such as The Healing of the
Seven Generations (H7G) at 300 Frederick St, and Crow Shield Lodge who have a
site at Doon Heritage Village..
e With Nations Uniting and fellow United Church members in Six Nations churches.

2. Learning and better understanding
e Indigenous cultures
e Our history and the church’s role in the past and in our future

3. Action -to move forward as we learn what it means to Live Into Right Relations
